Subsidised Food and Free Ac�vi�es for Students During the Summer Break
With the current cost of living crisis many families may struggle with planning ac�vi�es to entertain their 
children during the summer break.

Fortunately some supermarket cafes and restaurants are now offering discounted deals that allow kids to eat 
out for free or for as li�le as £1.

Morrisons
Kids eat FREE at Morrisons cafe when an adult spends £4.50 or more on a 
meal. This is an ongoing offer.

ASDA café
Children across England and Wales can eat for just £1 in Asda Cafés and 
there is no minimum spend for adults.

This scheme starts from 25th July and goes on un�l 4th September and is 
valid at any �me of day, seven days a week.

Children aged 16 and under can access hot or cold meals which include mac ‘n cheese with a salad, chicken 
nuggets and chips, full English breakfast, pancakes with maple syrup and a cold selec�on of sandwiches, fruit, 
drinks and more.

Beefeater and Brewers Fayre
At Brewers Fayre, up to two children can receive a free breakfast with one paying 
adult.

The All-You-Can-Eat buffet costs £9.50, with two kids under 16 eligible to fuel up with 
every adult breakfast purchased.
