The CCard:-

Allows young people to talk about relationships and sexual health in a safe non-judgemental space with a trained
adult. The discussions need to be timely and help build confidence when it comes to condom use and wider
sexual health conversations.

Allows access to free condoms and information in a way that suits them. The CCard may also be a way to find
other services.

Helps young people and are more likely to use a service when they feel they are not being stigmatised against,
they trust the professional their information is confidential.

Is a confidential scheme for young people (unless we have concerns young person is being harmed).
