Did you know that when someone repeatedly
practises an activity or accesses a memory,
groups of neurons in their brain fire together -
creating electrochemical pathways?

Deliberately practising new activities and skills
is crucial to the learning process as when
people stop practising, the brain will eliminate
or ‘prune’ the connecting cells that formed the
practice.
